A total of 428,015 kilo bagsof coffee valuedat US$
38.61 million were exported in October 2020 at an
averageweighted price of US$ 1.50 /kilo, 3 cents
higher than US$ 1.47 /kilo in September2020. This
wasan increaseof 12.95%and 4.49%in quantity and
valuerespectivelycomparedto the sameperiod last
year.

83.02% of the total volume was exported by 10
exporters, out of 34 companies which performed
during the month comparedto 78.01% in September
2020, reflectingincreasingconcentration.

1. Coffee exports

Coffeeexports in October2020 amounted to 428,015 60-kilo
bagsworth US$ 38.61 million asshownin Fig1. Thiscomprised
371,280 bags(US$ 30.97 million) of Robustaand 56,735 bags
(US$ 7.39 million) of Arabica(seeTable1 and Annex1). This
wasan increaseof 12.95% and 4.49% in quantity and value
respectivelycomparedto the samemonth lastyear.

Bycomparingquantity of coffeeexportedby type in the same
month of last CoffeeYear(October2019 ), Robustaincreased
by 22.36% and 10.13 in quantity and value respectively.
Arabica exports decreasedin both quantity and value by
24.86%and13.44%respectively.

Theincreasein monthly exportscomparedto the previousyear
hasbeen attributed to the increasedproduction on accountof
fruition of the newly planted coffee as well as favourable
weather. The export reduction from the previous month is
expectedsincethe mainharvestsouthof the equatorhasended.

Coffee exports for the 12 months (November 2019-October
2020) amounted to 5,409,054 60-kilo bags worth US$ 513.99
million comparedto 4,465,53460-kilo bagsvaluedat US$ 435.81
million the previous year. This represents21.13% and 17.94%
increasein both quantity andvaluerespectively. (figure1)
